As Watts showed Carnegie transformed society from emphasizing "character to personality" and even Carnegie’s introspection, normally a good thing, changed society for the worse as his introspective efforts "did not weigh spiritual shortcomings, lapses of virtues, or character defects.  Instead they painstakingly detailed faux pas that might have offended others and lowered the esteem in which they held him." Since they author argued that Carnegie changed "success literature", it's no wonder I find so much fault in current motivational speaking material.   This book in part shares Stephen Covey's assessment that society declined because it abandoned what he called the "character ethic" in favor of what he called the "personality ethic."  In making his observation, Covey alluded to Carnegie's work without naming him or pinning society's decline on him entirely,' just as Watts attributed this decline largely though not entirely to Dale Carnegie.
