Patient:  That sounds awfully self serving.  The lofty pretense here is disguising the vulgar vested interest you have in everyone seeing a therapist because when they do it means you will continually have work.     

Samantha:  The only reason everyone should is because we want to help as many as possible.

Patient:  You are a pretentious fool.  

Samantha:  One of your problems is that you don't live moderately.  Remember to have moderation in everything.

Patient:  That sounds like a lousy way to live life.

Samantha:  This is a great way to live life.

Patient:  Why?  It’s because if we are moderate the powers that be are sure to keep us down.

Samantha:  That's paranoid.  The powers that be in our democracy are always looking out for your best interests.  If someone is more passionate than someone else, it means they stand out, we must stifle passion and love in democracy, until all is so muddled down that nobody can recognize it anymore.
