Dee Snider's Teenage Survival Guide, Dee Snider and Philip Bashe, Doubleday and Company, 1987
No, the reason I read this book was NOT because I needed some advice on growing up in my teenage years. I got this book, because I thought it was funny and ironic that a rock star (singer) would be giving advice on how to get through your teenage years. But actually it turns out that Mr. Snider is a very moral guy, someone your parents would probably want to have as a role model. For example Mr. Snider doesn't drink or use drugs, and he's against casual sex in most respects. Besides, he jogs, A rock singer who jogs, how cool can you get? If you ignore his corny jokes, Mr. Snider does give some good advice. However, it's nothing new or different, just the same tired clichéd advice about growing up. It does, however, add some credibility, that Mr. Snider is a rock star (singer) and it's a little easier to relate to his experiences than someone else. In fact, some of the jokes are so bad and/or weak that a "Just Kidding" is placed in parentheses directly after it. Hmm, reminds me of laugh tracks on television. How To Win In Traffic Court, Phil Bello, J. D., Major Market Books, 1990.

He dedicates the book to "all the motorists across the nation who never had a fighting chance in traffic court", and not to his friends and family, evidence of no personal life, also the biographical information only lists professional information, nothing about hobbies and interests, which he probably doesn't have.  

Be Your Own Dick, John Q. Newman, Loompanics Unlimited, 1992

Masters of Metal, Stirkeforce volume 1, Warner Special Products, 1989.
The concept of this album is a fantastic one, it just has been misapplied. Certainly most of these songs are very cool, but they hardly qualify for classic material. A Critique of Economic Systems

 Critique of Economic Systems

Given a choice, between the two major economic systems, Capitalism and Communism, I would choose neither. Every and any economic system will inevitably lead to oppression. As long as there is economics and capital, there will be oppression. Granted, economics and capital are not the only causes of oppression, but as long as they exist, mankind will not be free from oppression. Both anti-Capitalists ( i.e Communists, Socialists, and Marxists and others) and anti - communists (big business, free enterprises, laissez. free pcc~nou st .r et-c,„) have identified a problem, but neither group has provided the solution. They are essentially missing the point. Each accuse the opposite economic system as the root and cause of oppression, while this is some sense is true, since any economic system will cause oppression. The problem isn't so much the system itself, it is the fact that it is an economic system. The major difference, it is a very drastic difference, is the source of the oppression and the target for the oppression. Communism becomes dominant through coercion, offering its constituents the choice of either following along or face punishment, in essence, it thrives on force. While Capitalism's oppression is of a very different nature. While it does not necessarily employ force towards it dominance, it still nonetheless offers its constituents little choice. Either they must follow along or not meet their life's necessities. One system kills you, and the other one lets you die. Also part of the problem is that both these systems have been applied in elitist manners with the state assisting. That is part of their problem. Both are hierarchy structures, where few rule many. Any social structure which allows any to rule any, will have oppression. The power of the two systems is a radical difference. In Capitalism, those who have the money have the power. In Communism, those who have the means to dominance via coercion, have the power. Most of the reason, Communism has been oppressive is because it is controlled by the state, i.e. by force. Since force is oppression, Communism is oppression. If Communism was applied without a state, by means of mutual aid, and voluntary cooperation, perhaps, then it could be free from oppression. But mankind at large, has many faults which would prevent this from occurring. These faults are not a cause of Capitalism, like many Communists think, but instead Capitalism is the result of these faults. But what would Capitalism be like without the state's control? I don't know whether it would be better or worse than it is now, but I still believe it would have oppression. Yes, some aspects of Capitalism's oppression is the result of the state's doings, but the state isn't responsible for all its oppression. It would be frivolous and naive to think that if the government was laissez faire in regards to economics, Capitalism would be perfect. In fact government intervention has often times cured the evils of Capitalism, but some wonder if the cure did not spread another disease. This intervention is no good because it is oppression itself, because it is coercion. Oppression to liberate others from oppression is still oppression. Oppression is a wrong, and two wrongs do not make a right. The less government intervention, and the more laissez faire Capitalism, people have more opportunity to do good. Under fewer laws, you'll know who's really good, those who do good, but if everyone is forced to do good, then you can't tell who in REALITY, good. Why Capitalism doesn't work is because people have faults and thus the system has faults. Same can be said for Communism. If people were perfect, probably either system would be fine. But needless to say people aren't perfect. If economics cause oppression inevitably, how could any arrangement of economics be free of oppression? Both systems are basically monsters, but they are different types of monsters, and have different methods to harm and destroy you. Capitalism encompasses greed, selfishness, and materialism, yet it also encompasses voluntary aid, mutual agreement, and some individual desires in first priority, to be achieved. While Communism encompasses coercion, force, and collectivism, demolishing individualism, but also embracing selflessness, community needs, and caring. Both systems strip apart individualism. Communism by placing collective needs much higher in priority, if instead of individual needs. And Capitalism destroys individualism, through it's ruthless treatment of the individual, through profit and wage slavery. It is obvious both systems are anti-individual. Both systems allow the individual few choices, and often these choices aren't real choices. A free willed choice must be one when the issue of survival is not a part of the choice, or the choice must not be forced, in order to be a free choice. Proponents of Capitalism says the individual has a free will, and many choices available. Yes, the individual doesn't have to enslave themselves through work, or buy food from corporations, but if they don't survival is difficult. Perhaps, the only choice offered is To Live or To Die. Same in Communism. Also these systems both include and require work, which if not desired or enjoyed is oppressive. Which is usually the case. Communism is not a system which glorifies work, it makes you work. Being forced to work, can not glorify it, even if it is done for greater good unselfishly. Besides, laissez faire Capitalism can result into a form almost indistinguishable from Socialism. That is Monopoly. Essentially the same, Monopolist Capitalism and Socialism. Both ways, free choices are greatly reduced, at least under regular Capitalism, one may choose WHO to be enslaved to, these situations offer no choice at all in this regard. Perhaps, choosing one's master is not much of a choice, but at least it is a choice. Even poor representations of choices are better than no choices, but nonetheless, a good choice is always preferable. Economics are harsh reminders of our imperfect lives, people are not utopian! We will not give away things without compensation. We are selfish, we are greedy. Every time you see a dollar, remember that. Unlike politics, economics is more of an exact science. Commodities and markets can be predicted as to their behaviors and results. Many economists would agree. Another thing to think about is, if we were perfect, would we really need an economic system, would we need economics? We would all do things unselfishly for one another, without compensation, without being forced to. We wouldn't need money to exchange. Communism may make people act unselfishly for society's greater needs, but that isn't perfecting mankind. If you are being forced to do something good, that doesn't mean anything at all. If you do something good without being forced, it means everything. Yes, Capitalism offers the opportunities for people to do these deeds, but unfortunately, the offers often go unfulfilled. On the other hand, Capitalism also offers the opportunity to do evil. Since people are imperfect anyways, these systems don't make them perfect. They merely display these imperfections, and provide opportunities to demonstrate them. Economics don't make people imperfect, they are imperfect anyways. Both systems offer virtues and vices, just different virtues and vices, and often contradictory ones and opposite sides. Anyone who attempts to only showcase the vices of one system while showcasing the virtues of the other one, is deluding people by not showing them the whole picture. One thing, surprising though, is that another major economic system has not been developed to a major extent. It is conceivable that there should be millions of ways to divide profits, produce profits, etc. But, it really wouldn't matter, because that system would be an economic system. One thing funny about economic systems is that neither system seems preferable to the other. They both appear equally good and bad. However, when one considers political systems, many systems are preferable to others. Maybe this is because of the yin-yang, black-white, differences of our economic systems. There are two economic systems, both opposite, but neither is good nor bad, like many yin-yang, black- white things. Perhaps, economic systems can be compared to male - female relationships, as an analogy. A male or female is necessarily better than the other, but they are very different and could be considered opposite. Maybe the difference between political and economic systems is that in political systems, people are in control, and in economic systems, economics and money are in control. Economics and money don't have a free will, they will exert their powers through natural laws, laws which even though can be acted upon, are scientific principles. Political systems exert their power through the influence of people, people do have free wills, and many variants their of, could be a possible reason why there are so many political systems. A political system, or and especially lack their of, could be conceivably, if however, highly unlikely, be free of oppression, but it is inconceivable to think of an economic system like that. A semantic would explain this, a political system even without politics, like Anarchism, is still considered a political system, but an economic system, like Anarcho-Communism without economics can't really be thought of as an economic system. Economics are often the foundation of political systems, perhaps explaining one of the reasons that these systems aren't perfect. It could also be thought of that while economics don't make people imperfect, which is their nature, it does, nonetheless, provide ample avenues and opportunities to engage in imperfect deeds. That is because, if there were no economics, depending on other circumstances, people would most likely be imperfect in some ways, they would have all the same qualities they had under economics, they just would have different opportunities to express these imperfections. Economics, like demonstrated, do not create imperfections; they can however, highly accentuate mankind's negative characteristics. They can increase the intensity of these characteristics, allowing them to be easier and more greatly expressed. It also must be considered if economics are prefect? Are they? People will be people, imperfect. If economics were prefect and people weren't, the whole thing would be spoiled. What good would it do? If economics weren't perfect and people were, then why would perfect people embrace something imperfect? So in order for oppression to be absent, both elements must be prefect. People having a free will can be good or bad'. After all, you can talk yourself hoarse to a dollar bill and it never will do what you ask. Of course, this can be said for some people. But, people, you can influence to become perfect, with economics, no such influence exists. You would have to alter and act upon scientific laws. Another point to consider, a big reason oppression occurs is because of some type of control. Someone or something controls someone else. Economics control us in many ways. How we act, behave, life, work etc. That is a major reason they cause oppression. Economics , if not destroyed will completely will oppress people. The start to a life free of oppression should begin with eradicating economics. Of course, economics probably serve some useful function, but that function does not leave us free from oppression- ticeixIness and freedom are not necessarily synonymous and coexistent. People need to grow up, mature away from economic control. It should seem so easy to break this control. It is , in essence, not to a person, but a thing, whether it be the tangible money or the intangible economic system. And the human oppressors in this realm are merely those who control these things. If these human oppressors were stripped away their things of oppression, their oppression would most likely be greatly weakened. But there is still the possibility of these people using other means towards oppression. Economics is just one such mean. It not so much a question of Capitalism vs. Communism, both embracing the necessity of economics, but the question is whether or not to have economics? Which should probably be negated. The bad thing with thing control, is would any other thing be a master to enslave people. Could drugs or sex, or anything be a master? Yes, They very well could.
